Winter Weather in Gunni: Oh the weather outside is frightful...in fact, "It's dumping," Brigid O'Leary told Den-

ver7. O'Leary, who works in downtown Gunnison, she said got to work Monday, but admitted she has a big truck and she

feed all winter. O'Leary did say, "This is the biggest snow storm 

I've ever seen." O'Leary said there's at least two feet of snow in 

the nearby park. Crested Butte Mountain Resort is reporting 18 

inches in the last 48 hours, 61 inches in the last week. Former 

students wrote on Facebook that they don't remember ever hav-

ing a snow day at Western State. "Must be really really bad," 

Amanda Lynn wrote. "I remember walking to school in negative 

blowing 6ft of snow because class was never cancelled unless 

the teacher took a ski day. Either that or these kids are just too 

soft these days." "Western never closed for anything in my 

years," wrote James Terry Pickert. "I've never heard of Western 

closing," Trent Balzer wrote.
